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INZEIE Anti-Rho(D) should not be given to the newborn infant.
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RARE IM.

Prevention of Rh hemolytic disease of the newborn, 1 vial administered to the Rho(D) negative mother
within 72 hr after birth of an Rho(D) positive infant. If 1 vial is administered antepartum, at approximately 28
wks gestation, Rho(D) negative mother should receive another dose after delivery of an Rho(D) positive

infant.
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
